Day 04

Later, we drive to
Banff National Park - Canada’s oldest national park, nestled amid the Canadian Rocky Mountains. Enroute
Feel the fresh mountain air, watch for wildlife and get adventurous on Banff's largest lake. Lake
Minnewanka is one of Banff’'s most popular destinations. Later take a ride to the summit of Sulphur
Mountain in the Banff Gondola - a scenic cableway. The scenic cableway ride leads to viewing decks, hiking
trails and breathtaking 360-degree rooftop observation deck.
